Others choose to take 
AP, or Advanced Placement 
courses, allowing students 
to earn high school credit, 
as well as college credit 
which is delivered based on 

     Rather than taking AP 
courses, students are often 
encouraged to take dual 
credit courses through the 
Connections Academy, as 

they will gain the college 
credit without having to 

Dual credit courses are 
college level courses with 
the same workload as any 
other college course, that 

college credit, providing a 
two in one course. 
     The dual credit courses 
a re  offe red  by  Pos t -
Secondary Institutions in 
South Dakota, including 
U n i v e r s i t y  o f  S o u t h 
Dakota, South Dakota State 
University, Black Hills 
State University, Dakota 
State University, School of 
Mines, and Northern State 
University. These course 
credits will transfer to any 
of the state colleges listed 
above, and sometimes even 
out of state institutions. 
The dual credit courses 
are available to students in 

grades 11-12 and maintain 
a 3.5 or higher gpa. These 
courses cost $48.33 per 
credit compared to $200 
per credit on campus. Both 

purchase the book as an 
additional cost.
    The opportunity to take 
dual credit courses allows 
students to get a head start 
on their college education 
while maintaining their 
courses at  TAHS and 
save lots on education 
costs at the same time. 
For those eligible, these 
courses are something to 
really consider, as it is 
possible to complete an 
entire semester of college 
before even starting. Even 
just one course helps you 
understand the workload 
and dedication that goes 
into every college class.
